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Step 2. Operating the Safe
' P P 9 ty Push in from leit
A. To put the air rifle “On Safe” locate the safety for On Safe
directly in front of the trigger. Push the safety from .
the left side all the way in. (Fig. 1). The safety is not
on unless it is pushed all the way in and the orange
line around the safety is not showing. The air rifle
will not fire when “‘On Safe.”

B. Even when the safety is *‘On Safe’ you should
continue to handle the air rifle safely. Don't point the
gun at ariything you don’t iﬁtgn'd to shoot.

C. To take the air rifle ““Off Safe,” push the safety from
the right side all the way in. When you can see the
orange line around the safety, the rifle is *Off Safe”
and will fire.

AWARNING: KEEP THE AIR RIFLE

Step 3. 'Removing and Installing
CO; Cylinders

ACAUTION: KEEP HANDS AWAY FROM
ESCAPING CO, GAS. IT CAN CAUSE FROSTBITE
IF ALLOWED TO COME IN CONTACT WITH SKIN.

A. Removing CO, Cylinder

¢ Putrifle “On Safe.” (See Step 2)

* Holding the rifle by the forend, slowly turn the
piercing tube cap allowing the release of the
remaining CO, before removing the cap. (Fig. 2)

* After removing the cap, point the rifle down and
the used CO, Cartridge will drop out.

B. Installing New CO, Cylinder

* Insert the new CO, Cylinder into the rifle with the
small neck of the cylinder pointing toward the rear
of the gun. (Fig. 3)

* Screw the piercing tube cap firmly into place by
turning it clockwise with your fingers or with a coin
placed in the slot in the piercing tube cap.

* Point the rifie in a SAFE DIRECTION, take ““Off
Safe,” and pull the trigger. If the rifle does not fire,
tighten the piercing cap a little more and try to

fire again. Do not overtighten the piercing tube
cap or use a tool on this cap. This can damage
your rifle.

¢ Return safety to ““On Safe” position.

NOTE: We recommend the use of Crosman
Copperhead® CO, Powerlets®. They are made to fit
the RepeatAir®. Other brands of CO, Cylinders may not
fit properly and if you force them into place it may result
in injury to you or damage to your rifle. Never try to
force any CO, Gylinder into or out of place.

AWARNING: CO, CYLINDERS MAY
EXPLODE AT TEMPERATURES ABOVE 120°F.
DO NOT MUTILATE ORINCINERATE THEM.
DO NOT EXPOSE THEM TO HEAT OR STORE
THEM AT TEMPERATURES ABOVE 120°F.

Step 4. Loading and Unloading
the Air Rifle

A. Loading the Air Rifle

¢ Put the air rifle ““On Safe.” (See Step 2) .

* Remove the pellet magazine from the rifle by
pushing together on the release buttons on either
side of the magazine and pull downward.

* Slide the pellet clip pin forward and remove the
pellet clip from the side of the pellet magazine.

(Fig. 4) ;

* Place a 177 pellet, nose first, in each pellet
chamber of the pellet clip. (Fig. 5) to avoid jams or
deforming pellets, make sure each pellet skirt is
level or slightly below.the rim of the pellet chamber.

* Replace the pellet clip in the pellet magazine, slide
the pellet clip bin rearward until it snaps into position
and insert the pellet magazine into the bottom of the
rifle.

‘B. Unloading the Air Rifle

¢ Put the rifle “‘On Safe.” (See Step 2)

* Remove the CO, Cylinder. (See Step 3A)

* Remove the pellet magazine. (See Step 4A)

Pellet Ciip Pin

» Remove the pellet clip. Using a ramrod or similar tool,
gently push each pellet out of the pellet chamber.

NOTE: Never use sharp metal tools to remove pellets.

* To be sure the air rifle is completely unloaded,
insert a rod or straightened clothes hanger into the
barre! and carefully push the rod or hanger-
through the barrel. (Fig. 6)

Step 5. Aiming and Firing Safely
: o _ Target
A. Aiming the Air Rifle i
* Always aim your air rifle in a SAFE DIRECTION.
When you are sure of your target-and backstop,
and the area around the target is clear, take the
rifle “‘Off Safe” (See Step 2) and squeeze the
trigger to fire.

Front

¢ Don’t shoot at hard surfaces or at the surface of
water. The pellet may bounce off and hit someone
or something you had not intended to hit.

* The air rifle is correctly aimed when the front sight
blade is positioned exactly in the notch of the rear Fla.7
sight. The top of the front sight blade should be 9-
even with the top of the notch in the rear sight. The
bull’s eye should appear to rest on the top of the
front sight. (Fig. 7)
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. B Sight Adjustment

* lower (elevation). Move the rear sight elevator back
to make the pellet hit higher on the target. Move
‘the rear sight elevator forward to make the pellet
- hit lower on the target. When moving the elevator,
slightly lift the rear sight and reset it on the desired
notch in the elevator. (Fig. 8)

* " The rear sight may also be adjusted to shoot right
or left (windage). Loosen the windage adjustment
screws by turning counterclockwise. Move the
sight to the right to make the pellet hit to the right
on the target. Move the sight to the left to make the
pellet hit to the left on the.target. Then tighten the*
windage adjustment screws by turning them
clockwise. (Fig. 9)
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Step 6. Removing a Jammed Pellet

¢ Put the air rifle ‘On Safe.” (See Step 2)

* Remove the CO, Cylinder from the rifle.
(See Step 3)

¢ Press downward and forward on the barrel latch
tabs. (Fig. 10)

* Remove the pellet magazine. (See Step 4A)

* Remove the pellet clip and remove any jammed
pellets from the pellet clip. (See Step 4B)

* Insert a rod or straightened clothes hanger into the
barrel and carefully push the jammed pellet into
and out of the pellet magazine area of the rifle.
Don’t try to reuse any.jammed pellets. (Fig. 10)

* | for some reason you are unable to unjam your
air rifle, take or send it to your nearest Crosman

. Authorized Service Center. (A list of service
centers is in the box with the air rifle.)

Step 7. Maintaining Your Air Rifle
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* Your air rifle will work best if you oil it every 750 shots. Put2or 3 drops of Crosman Pellgunoal° (Available
for order through the Crosman Accessories Catalog) on the threads of the piercing tube cap. A drop of oil
on the end of every 25th CO, Cylinder will lubricate the piercing assembly. (Fig. 11)

* Alittle oil on the barrel helps prevent rust. Peligunoil® is best, but any light household oil is better than
none. Don't over-oil. This can cause damage to your air riﬂe (Fig. 11)_

* Tampering with the gun or attempts to change the guniin any way may make it unsafe to use. If you drop
your gun, check to see that it works properly before you usa it again. If anything seems ‘changed, like a
shorter or weaker trigger pull, this may mean worn out or broken parts. Don't use it again until you've had
it checked by an Authorized Service Station. (A list of service stations is in the box with the air rifle.)

¢ Stop usmg -a backstop if it beoomes worn, Plaee backstop ina Iocation that will besate should the
- backstop fail.

* Never reuse ammunition. Use .177 caliber pellets only:

* Don’t shoot at hard surfaces such as metal or water. The pellet may bounce off or ricochet and hit
someone or something you had not lntended to hit,

* Do not attempt to disassemble or tamper with your gun. Use a oompetent‘ repairman.

* Always check to see if the air rifle is “On Safe” and unioaded when getting it from anather person or
from storage.

* Don't put the rifle away loaded. Make sure all of the oellets are unloaded. (Step 4B)

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Step 9. Using and Enjoying Your Air Rifle

to use your air rifle properly, you are

* Always choose your targets carefully. It is best to shoot at paper bull's eye targets which are attached to a
safe backstop such as the Crosman Target Trap. A heavy blanket should be hung behind the target trap to

prevent ricochet or peliets bouncing off should you miss the backstop. It is also best to wear shooting
glasses to protect your eyes.

* Don’t shoot st hard surfaces or at the surface of water. The pellet may bounce off and hit someone or
something you had not intended to hit,

* Your backstop should be checked for wear before and after each use, Stop using any backstop if the
surface is worn or damaged-or if the pellet bounces off orricochets, - ..: . - 2

* Your airgun is designed for target shooting and is suited for both indoor and outdoor use. Always
remember to place your target carefully. THINK what you will hit if you-miss-the target! - o

Shooting

* We talked earlier about aiming your air rifle and sight adjustment (St?p’5,). The next step ls putting the

sights together with the target. This is known as sight picture,
