It combines maxi-
mum safety technology with a variable extendable cutting
depth. The glass fibre reinforced handle comprises at least
60% recycled plastic.

Blade ac-
cess then becomes wider - ideal for thicker cutting material.

Robust blade head

The SECUMAX 370 has also been designed to cut firmer ma-
terial. The innovative blade head uses a 0.63 mm thick blade
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that can handle very high demands. The top of the blade
head functions as a3 6 mm adhesive tape splitter.

You can increase
work safety by releasing the slider - if activated - when
commencing cutting.
